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Powerpoint is the ubiquitous and often boring presentation software. The Mac version is called Keynote, and allows greater control in some ways, so you can use either package. Boring it may be, but the musician/artist David Byrne created an art piece in Powerpoint that wowed people.

Your task is to create a presentation that describes the photographic projects that you've had to complete during your first year in DIT. You will need to combine text and image to create a compelling presentation. You can present work from all the projects you have been assigned, or you can present a single project in detail. In either case, you will need to present a coherent picture of your experience of the course.

Imagine your audience is a conference at another college discussing different types of photographic education.

Your presentation should be 8 to 10 minutes long, so I'd guess that translates to around 15-25 slides.
Include your own images and short one or two sentence descriptions of the projects. No one likes reading long text on Powerpoint. You will fill in longer descriptions verbally during your presentation, so you might want to write out those descriptions as notes.
Assessment Criteria:


Content: effective communication about the nature of the DIT BA Photography, and your work within the program


Form: Attractive and engaging visual presentation of the information, including correct spelling, text aligned and sized appropriately. Images must be sized appropriately, ie. for screen presentation to fit in a window approximately 1024x768 pixels.
