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Description

This project allows students to demonstrate ability in a range of digital applications necessary to successfully participate in digital media production.


Students must submit a CD containing all the module elements. For every task, the objective is to present the information in the appropriate format for that mode of communication. You will need to aquire, manipulate and deliver different types of information for different purposes. At all times you must adhere to the DIT regulations for thesis submissions.

Students will complete a series of tasks using Photoshop, MS Word and MS Powerpoint applications. Sample images are available on a CD in the office in the Temple Bar building, and may be downloaded from 
the website ‘http://www.nowWhichway.com/computerliteracyskills.html.’

All files submitted are to be named in the format ‘lastname_firstname-description.’ For example, ‘kovar_tim-presentation.ppt’ for my powerpoint file, and ‘kovar_tim-snorkel.psd’ for image 4. 

The CD must be named ‘lastname_firstname-CompLitSkills2010.’
Image editing:

1) ocean_horizon: straighten horizon and crop image to rectangle. Save as .psd file.

2) couple_colour: adjust image for more natural skin tones. Save as .psd file.

3) railing_contrast: improve tones for whiter railing. Save as .psd file.

4) snorkel_scratches: remove scratches as cleanly as possible. Save as .psd file.

5) canoe_composite01 and 02: cut out figure in canoe_composite02 and place next to figure in canoe_composite01 to create a more dynamic composition. Eliminate smaller figure in background. Make the composite as naturalistic as you can. Save image as a .psd file with layers to show your technique.

Powerpoint:
Using the five images from the Image Editing task, create a powerpoint presentation showing the before and after images, with a short two or three sentence description of the techniques used for each image. Save each before and after image as a .jpg file and size the image to 700 pixels for the horizontal side. Be sure to include a title for the presentation and your name, and clearly which is the ‘before’ and which is the ‘after’ image.

MS Word:
Create a document where you describe your best work of the past year, writing between 250 and 500 words. Select your 10 best images: 5 from your project work for college, and 5 from your personal work outside of college. Save each image as a .jpg at no more than 1000 pixels on the long side and place them into the MS Word document. Include a caption or description for each image. Include a title page with your name. Save file as a .doc, not a .docx file.
Submission
Students will submit a CD with all the project work and it must be turned in to the office in the Temple Bar building no later than close of business, Wednesday, September 8. Late submissions will not be accepted.
Assessment Criteria
All submissions will be assessed on adherence to the specifications. The CD will be read on at least 2 Macintosh computers and if it does not read the student will receive a zero grade. It is the student’s responsibility to test the CD on more than one computer before submission. Image editing tasks will be assessed on effectively addressing the required manipulation and for the composite, how thoroughly the student executes the task. The presentation must first of all run as presentation, and second how engaging and professional the presentation appears. The Word document must contain the necessary information in an effective and accessible format. Students must note all aspects of formatting including the margins, tabs, and image alignment. Marks are deducted for spelling mistakes and sloppy presentation.
